










A Glimpse of MSMEs Across the World
The term MSME is used differently in different countries,

sometimes differently in different industries in the same

country. , any firm from a small-office home-office

(SOHO) to a large corporation may be called a SME. In

a firm with (1) 50 to 250 employees, (2)

annual turnover of Euro 7 to 40 million, (3) total assets less than

Euro 27 million, and (4) not more than 25 percent ownership by

a large corporation, may be classified as a SME. The

(ICC) defines a SME as

having 100 to 2000 employees.

In the term is SMME for Small, Medium and

Micro Enterprises. Elsewhere in Africa, MSME is used for Micro,

Small and Medium Enterprises. Industry defines a

small business as one that has fewer than 100 employees (if the

business is a goods-producing business) or fewer than 50

employees (if the business is a service-based business), and a

medium-sized business as fewer than 500. In a

SME has to be 19 people or fewer. In , SMEs are

generally defined as having: At least 30% local equity, Fixed

productive assets (defined as net book value of factory

building, machinery and equipment) not exceeding $15 million

and Employment size not exceeding 200 workers for non-

manufacturing companies.

In the enterprises have been classified broadly into

two categories:

(i) Manufacturing; and

(ii) Those engaged in providing/ rendering of services.

Both categories of enterprises have been further classified

into micro, small and medium enterprises based on their

investment in plant and machinery (for manufacturing

enterprises) or on equipments (in case of enterprises providing

or rendering services).

The Indian industrial policy in the past has been

protection-oriented. The need for protecting indigenous

cottage and rural industries from competition from imported

goods and products of large-scale industries was an integral

part of India's struggle for independence. Based on the belief

that the individual self employed workers cannot face

competition from large enterprises, the Government adopted

a protectionist role by providing special assistance and care.

The Government also placed restrictions and obligations on

large enterprises so they did not enjoy undue advantage over

smaller firms.

After Independence, the strategy to promote small-scale

and rural industries was further justified because of need to

provide immediate large-scale employment, equitable

distribution of the national income, effective mobilisation of

resources of capital and skill, and to avoid the problems of

unplanned urbanization.

Presently, the MSMED Act 2006 enacted by the Ministry of

MSME, GoI, is playing a crucial role in facilitating the

development of MSMEs in India. Consequently, the State Govts

are also waking up gradually to the necessity of providing an

enabling environment to the MSME sector, few of them have

framed separate MSME industrial policies while most others

have promotional packages for the sector.

Easy and Smooth Flow of Credit to MSMEs

All Micro Manufacturing Enterprises will be entitled to a subsidy equal to the assessed VAT paid by them for the first six years after

commencement of production. The total subsidy entitlement over the period would be upto the value of investments made in

plant and machinery at the time of allotment of an EM number (Part 2) by the District Industries Centres.

A suitable arrangements shall be put in place for early refund/ provisional payment of the due/accruing because of difference

between input VAT and selling CST/VAT on submission of undertaking by the registered micro/small enterprises.
